It is also possible that Kasim will open the other concerts too but as all the Meet and Greets have now been cancelled, it is possible that he won’t open at any concerts.

Due to Meat Loaf’s bout of flu getting worse, two concerts were cancelled in the past two weeks. These have been arranged as:
11/13 – Manchester – rearranged to 12/21

11/15 – Cardiff – rearranged to 12/22

Tickets for the original concerts remain valid.
	Sphere Sound Records are currently offering a “buy one, get the second at half price” offer on Quid Pro Quo from now until Christmas! They are selling the CD for $16 including postage within the US and cheaper postage rates than other online stores for worldwide purchases. The link to purchase the album is on their website at www.SphereSound.com.
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Copies of Quid Pro Quo are also now available at www.shopsourceone.com. These are autographed copies and also contain a used guitar pic plus one in every ten CD sold contains a pass to meet Kasim backstage at a Meat Loaf concert! They are currently on sale at the special price of $14.99 (normal price $29.99) plus shipping charges. To date about 7 people have posted to or both of Kasim’s messageboards that they have won backstage passes! 
Another Meat Loaf concert in Australia has been discovered on the Internet. It is for Wednesday 3rd March at the WIN Sports and Entertainment Centre in Wollongong.
Kasim Sulton has put his name to a range of merchandise on CafeShops.com. There are various items of clothing, bags, hats and houseware.
There are rumors that Kasim may be playing alongside Meat Loaf on the charity telethon on British television called Children In Need. If it happens it will be pre-recorded and shown on Friday 21st November from 7.00pm.


Intro / Editorial
Almost all of this magazine was compiled before last nights concert was so dramatically stopped after Meat Loaf had been on stage for only about an hour. Meat Loaf caught the flu while in Germany at the beginning of this month. He then played the last two concerts (one was postponed by a day) and played the first two UK concerts. The concerts in Manchester, England on 13th November and Cardiff, Wales on 15th November were cancelled and the tour resumed last night in London.
At the end of All Revved Up, Meat Loaf passed out on stage. He then managed to sing Testify and started Anything For Love before saying that he was sorry but he couldn’t continue the concert. As I write this, nothing has been said about if whether tonight and other concerts will be cancelled.
At the three concerts that they did play in England, the audience were lucky enough to see Kasim play a three song opening set which went down well with the crowds. The first evening he played Sacrifice, Before She Was Gone and Don’t Hold Me Back and on the Tuesday evening in Birmingham, Kasim opted for Don’t Hold Me Back, Cliché and Sacrifice. Last night in Wembley (London) Kasim sang Don’t Hold Me Back, Before She Was Gone and Sacrifice. Copies of Quid Pro Quo are available at the venues. Originally Kasim was listed as opening at all the concerts at which there are Meet and Greets. Unfortunately all the Meet and Greets were cancelled but it appears that Kasim is still opening some (hopefully all!) the concerts.
The really big news announced in these past two weeks since the last magazine was issued is that Kasim posted that his first solo gig in over a year will be on Saturday 24th January at Dock Street on Staten Island, NY!

This is the part of the tour when there will be the most travelling. Most Americans believe that the United Kingdom is a small country (or collection of countries) and it is but unfortunately the organisers of the tour have not booked concerts on the tour with the least amount of travelling as a priority. For example on Monday 24th they play a concert in the far north east of England, the next day they play a concert down on the south coast of England and then two days later the concert is in Scotland 450 miles away! A far more logical route would be Scotland, Northwest and then South Coast. Of course other bookings by different artists at the venues will affect the plans but as these concerts originally went on sale back in March and these were part of the 8 original concerts it makes one wonder if anybody thought to look at a map before making the bookings!
Of course it is quite likely that (as happened on previous tours) for parts of the tour Kasim may either fly or travel by train for some journeys. Even if they do travel by the tour bus, it is fully air conditioned with television and video on board, tea and coffee making facilities and all the necessary conveniences and some tour buses have bunks too. A far cry from what the fans endure to make these journeys with having to sit in one position with the right foot kept at 45 degrees (there are relatively few automatic cars in the United Kingdom) and hands kept on the steering wheel for miles after mile after mile with only Quid Pro Quo for company and then knowing that when you get to the venue you have to queue outside in the freezing cold for several hours to enable you to get anywhere near the front of the venue if it is a standing concert!
Wembley and London were covered in the last issue and the next concert is on Friday 21st November at the SECC, Glasgow, Scotland. London to Scotland is 402 miles which will take 6 – 8 hours depending on traffic). Scotland is the country that is located at the north of England and consequently gets worse weather than in England. The weather forecast for Kasim’s stay in London is that there will be above seasonal temperatures (61-63 degrees compared to the average 50 – 55) but when he gets to Scotland it will drop by about 10 – 15 degrees.
Glasgow is Scotland’s largest city but is not the capital city as that honor belongs to Edinburgh. Glasgow is the more industrial city and had some very rough slum areas but has recently undergone a massive regeneration so is a cleaner city. Some Glaswegians (as natives of Glasgow are called) can talk with a very broad Scottish accent which sounds like a foreign language at times to visiting Americans!
The SECC (Scottish Exhibition and Conference Centre) which opened in 1985 is a collection of halls that hold all number of exhibitions, trade shows and conferences. There is also one hall which is used for concerts (Hall 4). When Meat Loaf played at this venue in 1994 and 1996 it was all seated but for both the 1999 tour and this tour it is predominantly a standing venue with a few tiers of seats around the edges of the venue. 
Both of Meat Loaf’s concerts at the SECC are sold out. This venue is one of the smaller venues that Meat Loaf will be playing in the United Kingdom as it only holds 8,200 people. Originally Kasim Sulton was expected to open the first concert at the SECC as there was a Meet and Greet booked for that evening. Now that the Meet and Greets have been cancelled, it is not known whether he will still open (on an optimistic note, Kasim wasn’t expected to open the second Birmingham concert last week but he did).
On Saturday 22nd the concert will be held at the Hallam FM Arena in Sheffield, England. Glasgow to Sheffield is 257 miles (four and a quarter hours) by road. The Hallam FM Arena used to be called the Sheffield Arena until it was taken over by the radio station Hallam FM. 
Sheffield is in the industrial part of England again but, once again, has undergone a period of regeneration and improvement. Sheffield was always famous for steel-making and the vast majority of cutlery used in the United Kingdom was made in Sheffield.

The Arena was opened on 31st May 1991 by Queen Elizabeth II and usually has about one million people through it’s doors each year. As well as concerts, exhibitions and ice hockey are often viewed here, plus some motocross racing once 200 truckloads of soil are brought in! When set up as a concert venue, the arena holds 12,500 fans.  
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On Monday 24th November the concert will be held at the TeleWest Arena in Newcastle Upon Tyne, England. There are two Newcastles in England but the main city is the one that is located on the River Tyne in the North east of England. Sheffield to Newcastle Upon Tyne is 132 miles (two and a quarter hours).
The TeleWest Arena was originally called the Newcastle Arena and opened in November 1995. It holds over 11,000 fans when set up for concerts. Kasim played at this venue with Meat Loaf on the 1994, 1996 and 1999 tours. Kasim was originally advertised as opening this concert when the Meet and Greets were happening, however according to the arena website, it says:
6.00pm – Doors

7.45pm – Meat Loaf

10.45pm – End

This allows for a three hour concert and currently the concerts are only running two and a half hours so there appears to be sufficient time for Kasim to play his opening set first. (Also other events continue until 11.00pm at this venue so there will be no problem with a curfew.)

The following day (Tuesday 25th) the concert is down on the south coast of England in Brighton. Newcastle Upon Tyne to Brighton is 347 miles (six and a half hours). Brighton is an expensive area of England, a coastal town that became popular in the late nineteenth century when the Royal Family used to vacation there. It’s most famous monument is the Royal Pavilion which was built around that period based on an Indian theme.
Kasim has never played at the Brighton Centre with Meat Loaf before. This venue was built in 1977 and is right on the seafront, literally just across the road from the English Channel but with sea temperatures at this time of year in only the high 30’s it is unlikely that Kasim will be paddling in the sea! The United Kingdom’s first nudist beach nearby is also unlikely to be very busy that day! The Brighton Centre holds only 5,127 fans when set up as a standing concert with a few seats in the balcony.

The next concert is on Thursday 27th November but it is known that Kasim will be in Glasgow by the Wednesday evening. It was reported in a Scottish newspaper (and subsequently on MLUKFC) that Meat Loaf has booked one of Glasgow’s premier restaurants on that Wednesday evening for a Thanksgiving dinner for all the band and crew. Also reported in both places was that Meat Loaf has requested a late check-out at his hotel but that David Bowie (who is playing at the SECC the next evening) will be using the premier suite at the hotel and staff are worried about getting it ready in time!

Brighton to Glasgow is 461 miles (7 – 9 hours depending on traffic) and Kasim will be playing again at the SECC.
On Saturday 29th the concert is back at the Hallam FM Arena in Sheffield so Kasim will again be making the 257 miles (four and a quarter hours) journey.
The following evening the concert is at the MEN Arena in Manchester, England. Details of the MEN Arena and Manchester were covered in KSM#10 but the drive from Sheffield to Manchester is only 43 miles which should take about 90 minutes due to heavy traffic at all times in that area!

On Tuesday 2nd December the only concert in Ireland on this leg of the tour will be played at The Point in Dublin. 
The Point was built in 1878 as a train depot for Dublin’s port. With the decline in shipping in the 1950’s The Point was closed but in 1987 it re-opened as a concert venue. It is now run by Clear Channel. It is an all standing venue and Kasim was originally expected to open the concert.
Dublin is situated on the east coast of Ireland about 53° north of the equator and is bisected by the River Liffey. Greater Dublin sprawls around the arc of Dublin Bay, its limits being Howth to the North and Bray Head to the south. Greater Dublin is within County Dublin, the local administrative region, bordered to the north and north-west by County Meath, to the south-west by County Kildare and to the south by County Wicklow. Dublin enjoys a milder climate than its northerly position might indicate. The climate is essentially maritime and the temperature rarely dips below freezing. In July and August it only it only gets dark at 11pm. Rain in Ireland is quite common; but Dublin happens to be the driest, 75cm on average yearly.
Ireland uses the Euro currency system and it’s electrical system is the same as the British one. The International telephone dialling code for Ireland is +353.
On Friday 5th and Sunday 7th December the concerts are in Belfast, Northern Ireland back in the United Kingdom. (As Kasim will be playing in Belfast again in the following weeks, that city will be covered more fully then.) The concerts are being held at the newly built Odyssey Arena which holds 10,000 people when set up as a standing concert. This will be Kasim’s first visit to the Odyssey Arena and the website says that there are “4 large team dressing/locker rooms for 22 persons, sub dividable with changing areas, all with toilet & shower facilities. Coach, trainer & drugs test room available. 8 x multiple use rooms of various sizes. Telephone & data points available in each area.”
The next edition of this magazine will be issued on Kasim’s birthday (Monday 8th December) so this article will continue then with the final part of the United Kingdom and Ireland tour details.
Kasim Sulton in the UK (Appendage)
Kasim will be spending part of his stay in Britain in the capital, London. In the last issue of the magazine, I listed a few words that are different between American English and British English. In this issue I thought that I would explore some Cockney Rhyming Slang.
People born or from London are called “Londoners” but anybody “born within the sound of Bow bells” are called Cockneys. Bow bells relates to the bells of Bow church and the area within the sound is about a mile square. In reality there are few true Cockneys but if you frequent the street markets like Leather Lane and Petticoat Lane often the stallholders will speak Cockney Rhyming Slang especially for tourists. Sometimes too Pearly Kings and Queens dress up in their suits covered with shiny pearls, especially for occasions like the Lord Mayor’s Parade.
The original purpose of Cockney Rhyming Slang was so that Cockneys could hold conversations in front of policeman with the latter not knowing what they were talking about!

The basis of the slang is that it rhymes however the catch is that they usually miss out the rhyming part. For example “apple and pears” means “stairs” but a Cockney will just say that they are going to the “apple” so one has to know the secondary part in order to understand the meaning.

KASIM SULTON: QUID PRO QUO

When not touring with Meat Loaf, New York native Kasim Sulton is slowly establishing a solo identity, one that's been a low priority until now. 

With the Sept. 4 release of his new CD, "Quid Pro Quo," on Sphere Sound Records, Sulton has much to celebrate. Although the musician has performed on many albums including nine releases with the progressive rock band Utopia, this is only his second solo; his first, "Kasim," having been released in the early 80's. 

"I've been pushing it back, pushing it back, and I just couldn't relegate it to the backseat any longer," he said. "I knew it was time to clear everything off my plate and get it done and out there." 

The album contains 10 tracks plus "a little surprise." Other than the "two good friends who played a solo here and a rhythm there," it is totally Sulton. 

"It's all me. That's why it took so long to complete," he remarked. 

Sulton's background includes recording and performing with a wide variety of artists, including The Indigo Girls, Mick Jagger, Bon Jovi, Jim Steinman, Patti Smith, Cheap Trick, and Joan Jett, whom he also toured with as an official member of the Blackhearts. 

Sulton assesses the music scene much the way his parents did -- only differently. 

"The music these days has changed so much. I remember when I was growing up, my parents would say, "I can't believe what you call music." 

At that time, Sulton's interests were along the lines of Led Zeppelin, the Rolling Stones, the Beatles, "all that British invasion stuff," as well as Motown and the popular music of the 60's and 70's. 

"I find myself saying the same thing about the music to my children," he said, noting that his older daughter is into hip-hop and rap. 

"I appreciate that music... I just don't understand it," he laughed. 

In describing the songs on his new album, Sulton said he generally doesn't like to "pigeon hole stuff," but with this CD, he can. 

"On Quid Pro Quo, you'll find just pop music, three to four minute melodies with decent lyrics you can hum to, listen to without being offended... just good music, in my humble opinion," he said. 

Sulton will be setting out on a solo tour of select U.S. cities beginning in September. 

"Whenever Meat Loaf takes a hiatus, I do solo shows," Sulton said. "Meat goes and does his movie career for a little while and a couple of golf tournaments during September and October, then we start again in November and play through New Year's." 

Sulton said he hopes Quid Pro Quo is well received and he looks forward to future releases. 

"I'm really excited. You don't know how much it means to me to finally have it out there. And to get to play as the opener at Saturday's show... I can't thank Meat Loaf enough for the opportunity."

When I saw him on Feb. 19, 1998, he wore that shirt on stage. Looking at that picture brings back memories of the show that I saw.

I first met Kasim on February 19,1998 at Todd Rundgren's With A Twist 
concert in Petersburg, Virginia at the Coppermine. I saw him before and after the show. 
I met him an hour before the show by accident. I was watching television in the bar area of the club. The television was on the wall and a pinball machine was below it. I saw that someone was playing pinball but I couldn't see who it was. So I kept on watching television.

The show was wonderful!! After the show, I waited for about an hour to be able to see him again. The band ate a late dinner at the restaurant next door.  I waited by the bus door for him to come out of the restaurant.  I met Jesse (Todd's guitar player) first. He was really nice. Then while Jesse was signing my With A Twist CD booklet, here comes Kasim! 

He gave me his autograph and I took a picture with him. Unfortunately, I don't have the picture because a fan of Kasim's took the picture and she never sent it to me. :(  I guess I'll never have my picture with him. I hope to be able to see him again so I can have my Kasim and me picture. Maybe next year will be the year!! (I hope so!!)
