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Something’s Gonna Happen
	462 days after his last solo gig, Kasim Sulton took the stage in front of a packed crowd at Dock Street on Staten Island, NY on 7th February. Comments about the show can be found in an article inside this magazine.

Almost two weeks ago now, Kasim was  interviewed live via telephone on the Kweevak Radio station that was streamed on the Internet. Kasim was on the air for about 45 minutes and five tracks from Quid Pro Quo were played. Fans sent IMs during the show and Kasim answered questions from all over the world. A recording of the interview will be added to KasimInfo.com soon.
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The new re-vamped version of KasimSulton.com went live two days before Kasim’s solo gig and most fans seem to like the changes. Not all of the site is fully open yet but gradually things are being updated as there have been two postings to date in Kasim’s journal and his discography has details about two of the albums.
There are now 16 dates on the Todd Rundgren Liars Tour with rumors of more dates to be added in Florida and possibly New Orleans. Kasim said in his radio interview that three dates in New York City are also planned.
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The Quid Pro Quo section of KasimInfo.com has now been updated and fully re-opened. Copies of Quid Pro Quo are available at several places online including www.SphereSound.com who have extended their “buy one, get the second at half price” offer. Sphere Sound  charge $16 for the first album (including postage within the U.S.).   
www.shopsourceone.com are also selling the album but they have autographed copies which also contain a used guitar pic plus one in every ten CD sold contains a pass to meet Kasim backstage at a Meat Loaf concert! They are currently on sale at the special price of $14.99 (normal price $29.99) plus shipping charges. 
TRBazaar.com are now selling Quid Pro Quo. They charge $16 plus shipping. This site will work out the cheapest if you wish to purchase copies of Kasim’s other solo albums at the same time.
The release date of Todd Rundgren’s new album Liars has now been set as 17th March in Japan, 5th April in UK and 6th April in US. The album cover for both Japan and the United Kingdom have been advertised online with the Japanese version having the more futuristic look and the UK version the jokey one.



Intro / Editorial
What a busy 12 days it’s been since the last Kasim Sulton Magazine was issued! During that time we’ve had a re-vamp of KasimSulton.com, Kasim was interviewed on the radio, Kasim played a solo gig and now Kasim is in Melbourne in the midst of rehearsals for the Meat Loaf tour!

A new addition to the messageboard is a Shoutbox which several people asked for recently. It’s like a cross between AOL IM and a chatroom and the last 15 messages are visible.
Talking about additions, over the next week or so, I plan to add loads of photos to KasimInfo.com. There are still photos from three of the Meat Loaf concerts to add, plus photos of Kasim’s solo gig (and some reviews), photos of Kasim relaxing at a Meet and Greet and a batch of photos BY Kasim! There will also be some sound-clips added and the Kweevak.com radio interview for those who missed it the first time around.
This issue of the magazine is slightly shorter than usual (due to my work commitments!) but I’m sure that the next few issues will make up for that. In Issue #17 there will be an old interview with Kasim from the time that he had split from Utopia in order to pursue his solo career. 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Kasim Sulton’s Solo Gig at Dock Street,  Staten Island

Saturday 7th February 2004

Kasim Sulton played his first solo gig in 15 months on Saturday 7th February at Dock Street on Staten Island, NY. Although it was billed as a solo gig, Doug Kennedy (formerly of the band The Isle Of Q) joined Kasim onstage for all but 4 of the songs and Kasim’s brother, Alex, also played on a few tracks.

Kasim’s set list was:

This gig was filmed and will be released on a DVD later in the year.
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There are reviews on the messageboards attached to both KasimSulton.com and KasimInfo.com (including photos on the latter) and more reviews will be added to KasimInfo.com later this week so instead of another review, I thought that I would just sum up the evening in the words of some fans:

It was a great show.

The venue was great, a terrific place for an intimate show.
 

I thought it was a good show, but not a great show. For those who thought that the gig was great, then wait until you see a gig when Kasim is fully rehearsed and properly "on".

I can't tell you how many people were there, but I can tell you that it was packed, and people were standing all in the back. 

He was on fire from the first few notes. Kasim REALLY sounded great.

Kasim's show was fantastic! As much as I love and wear out my CDs, there's nothing like Kasim live for me.

The sound in the bar area was diabolical...my first ever record player had a better sound! We then stood at the back on the steps leading into the venue so we could see and the sound was better. 

He looked to me like he was totally at ease and his warm smile filled the room - as it always does. 

His performance wasn't bad, it just wasn't as "on" as others I've seen. 

It was the first time I saw a Kas solo where he had his own sound guy and I gotta tell you the sound ROCKED!!!! 

His voice was perfect....and he sang with all his soul. 

The show was great, at least I thought so anyway!

It was a great night and really the only way I can describe it was a Kasim lovefest

I can't pinpoint it, but I just felt his performance was a bit...flat. 

His voice was golden, and he was in great humor

You never find a performer who appreciates his fans and gives so much and gets so much love in return...he is a lucky man....he was even able to turn my daughter into a believer.....that in itself ...a miracle.. 

While Kasim's vocals were right on and certainly worthy of any and all praise, I felt something was lacking. 

There were quite a few great, stellar moments to the show as well. 

Kasim's vocals were crystal clear and as alluring as ever. 

It was brilliant to see so many people there. However it did mean that when we got there an hour before Kasim went on stage, there were no seats left! We spent the first three songs not even being able to see Kasim  - just hearing his voice! 

The one redeeming aspect about the whole show was that Kasim's voice was just brilliant tonight.
In lots of ways this gig reminded me of the first gig of his Have Guitar, Will Travel Tour when he was obviously not fully rehearsed then either. It's such a shame as this gig was being filmed for a DVD and a more confident Kasim would appear so much better.

The Australian Leg of the Meat Loaf Couldn’t Have Said It Better World Tour
Here we have an in-depth look at the first part of the Australian leg of Meat Loaf’s Couldn’t Have Said It Better World Tour. The purpose behind these mini-guides is to give fans of Kasim an idea of the cities that he is visiting and the venues that he is playing. This section will cover the cities that Kasim will be visiting from the date of this issue (17th February) until the date the next issue of the magazine will be issued (Tuesday 2nd March). 

The concerts that Kasim will be playing are:

Friday 20th - Rod Laver Arena, Melbourne
Sunday 22nd Rod Laver Arena, Melbourne
Tuesday 24th - Sydney Entertainment Centre, Sydney

Saturday 28th - Brisbane Entertainment Centre, Brisbane

Tuesday 2nd March – Newcastle Entertainment Centre, Newcastle
First some background on Australia itself…[image: image8.png]g
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Australia is the continent between the Indian Ocean and the South Pacific Ocean. Its geographic coordinates are 27 00 S, 133 00 E. 

 

Australia covers a total area of 7,686,850 sq km which is made up of 7,617,930 sq km of land and 68,920 sq km of water. To compare it, Australia is slightly smaller than the US. It is the world's smallest continent but sixth-largest country. The population is concentrated along the eastern and south-eastern coasts.

 

Australia has no land boundaries and its coastline is 25,760 km.

 

The climate in Australia is generally arid to semiarid; temperate in south and east; tropical in north. At this time of the year it is their Summer (Kasim recently posted in his journal that the temperature was expected to reach 100F). 

 

The terrain is mostly low plateau with deserts and a fertile plain in southeast.

The population of Australia is about 19,169,000.

Australia was discovered by Captain Cook in 1770.

There are almost 300 AM radio stations in Australia and 400 FM stations, as well as 104 television stations. The country also has over 260 Internet Service Providers.

Australia and the nearby island of Tasmania form the Commonwealth of Australia. Although they are self-governing, they belong to the Commonwealth of Nations (formerly the British Empire) and retain the monarch of England as their figurehead although the majority of that role nowadays is ceremonial. Every few years there are calls for Australia to become a republic but, to date, they have always been out-voted.
Australia consists of six states and two territories. The states are New South Wales, Victoria, Queensland, South Australia, Western Australia, and Tasmania; the territories are the Northern Territory and the Australian Capital Territory which is the location for the capital city Canberra. 
The parts of Australia that Kasim will be in during the period covered by this issue of the magazine are all 15 hours ahead of New York (10 hours ahead of London). So, if the concert starts at 8.00pm it will still be 5.00am in New York and 10.00am in London! Hopefully this will mean that Kasim will be able to play the concert, type in his journal update and it will be uploaded on the day of the concert itself!
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Kasim Sulton is currently in Melbourne, Australia. Melbourne is the second largest city population-wise (after Sydney) with about 3.3 million inhabitants. Melbourne is the most southerly city on the mainland of Australia and is located in the state of Victoria. Melbourne is named after Lord Melbourne who was a Prime Minister of Great Britain.
Kasim will be playing two Meat Loaf concerts in Melbourne, Victoria (on Friday and Sunday) and both will be with the Melbourne Symphony Orchestra. The concerts are at the Rod Laver Arena. The Rod Laver Arena at Melbourne Park was completed in 1988 as part of the original Tennis Centre complex. This multi-use venue is able to host a wide range of sporting and entertainment events, from Grand Slam tennis matches and motorbike super-cross action to rock concerts, conferences and classical ballets. It seats up to 15,000 people and has a sliding roof so can be open to the elements or enclosed.

This venue will be a far cry from Kasim’s last gig in Melbourne which was on the Richie Sambora Undiscovered Soul Tour out at St Kilda (a part of Melbourne that is on the coast) in June 1998 when he played to barely 400 people!
The next concert that Kasim will be playing is on Tuesday 24th at the Sydney Entertainment Centre in Sydney, New South Wales. This venue was built in 1983 and seats up to 12,500 people. This is another concert that will be played with the Melbourne Symphony Orchestra. 
Melbourne to Sydney is 653 miles (in a North East direction) and only takes about 2 hours in a plane.
Kasim’s fourth concert on this leg of the tour (and the first proper rock concert) is at the Brisbane Entertainment Centre in Brisbane, Queensland on Saturday 28th February. Brisbane is the third largest city in Australia by population and has 1.3million inhabitants. The Brisbane Entertainment Centre was built in 1986 and holds about 13,500 people.
Sydney to Brisbane is 639 miles (further north so the weather will be getting warmer).

The fifth concert of the tour is on Tuesday 2nd March at the Newcastle Entertainment Centre, Newcastle, New South Wales. This venue was built in 1992 and only seats 6,500 people.
Brisbane to Newcastle is about 532 miles and will take less than 2 hours to fly.
In the next edition of The Kasim Sulton Magazine, we will look at the next part of the tour plus (hopefully!) re-cap on some of the concerts that Kasim has already played.

	Singer / songwriter Kasim Sulton to play first solo gig in over a year.

After playing opening sets for Meat Loaf in the UK in front of 400,000 people, Kasim Sulton returns to Staten Island to play a solo gig on 7th February. 

January 23 2004 --Singer / songwriter Kasim Sulton plays his first solo gig in over a year at Dock Street, Staten Island, NY on Saturday 7th February. 

Kasim is currently touring as Meat Loaf’s bass player / Musical Director on reportedly Meat Loaf’s final World tour. The British leg of the tour finishes at the end of January and Kasim will have played an opening set at 20 of the concerts in front of 400,000 people. In February and March Kasim plays with Meat Loaf in Australia and New Zealand, and from April until June Kasim goes back on the road in the US with his former Utopia band member Todd Rundgren.

Constant touring has left Staten Island based Kasim with scant time to pursue his blossoming solo career which is why he is looking forward to his chance to take the spotlight at his local venue of Dock Street. Kasim will be playing a mixture of songs from his latest CD, Quid Pro Quo, some cover tunes and showcasing some unreleased material. This gig will be recorded for a future DVD release. 

Mike O’Cull of ChicagoGigs.com described Kasim’s gigs as “Kasim is a songwriter of uncommon gifts. I cannot recommend this performer highly enough to anyone who is a fan of pop music or singer/songwriters in general. He was simply one of the best I’ve ever seen"
