	Kasim is now a Sanctuary Records recording artist! In fact the Night and Day website list him exactly that way! Sanctuary plan to issue a third version of Quid Pro Quo (which will be available in record stores) with a couple of additional tracks on it! Kasim has already said in a message to his mailing list that one of these tracks was written by Phil Thornalley.
Kasim Sulton will be playing his first solo gig outside of the USA on Monday 4th July in Manchester, England! It’s at The Day and Night Café – please see page four of this magazine for more details. The next issue of KSM will contain reviews and photos of this historic event! 

In 3 days time the first concert on the Meat Loaf Summer Tour will be played in Hannover, Germany. There are now 40 dates on the tour and they will be playing in Germany, Denmark, Holland, Ireland, England, Switzerland, Canada and the US (plus a rumored gig in Finland). The tour ends in Mississippi on 16th September. Unfortunately it is highly unlikely that Kasim will be playing a solo set before any of these concerts. KasimInfo.com has ticket and venues links and the this edition of KSM contains a detailed look at the tour.
Kasim Sulton has been keeping busy making appearances in Movin’ Out (the musical based on songs by Billy Joel) for the first 5 months of this year. To date he has played 63 performances of the musical including the following this year:

January – 4 performances 

February –7 performances 

March – 15 performances 

April – 9 performances 

May – 5 performances

Kasim is the only musician in the history of the musical to occupy two “chairs” (guitar and bass)!

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Intro / Editorial
Welcome to issue 22 of the Kasim Sulton Magazine!
Since the last issue of the magazine was produced two months ago on 31st March Kasim has regularly been appearing in performances of Movin’ Out on Broadway as well as rehearsing with Meat Loaf and his band in Las Vegas on two separate occasions in preparation for the Summer tour which starts in only 3 days time!
The big news of course in these past two months is that Kasim is now a fully fledged Sanctuary Records artist! Todd Rundgren signed to Sanctuary about a year ago (plus they have plans to release some of the Utopia back-catalogue) and Meat Loaf’s last album Couldn’t Have Said It Better was also released under the Sanctuary label in the US.
About a week ago Kasim also announced details of his first solo gig outside of the US and pages four and five of this magazine have more info. The next edition of the magazine (which will be issued in September) will contain reviews of his solo gig.

The main bulk of this issue contains an in-depth look at the European leg of the Meat Loaf Summer Tour. As most of the fans who receive this magazine live in the US, I thought it best to concentrate on the European leg as there can’t be a person reading this who doesn’t know where, say, Atlantic City is located!
Since Kasim completed the Todd Rundgren Liars Tour in Japan last October, with a few exceptions, the majority of the news regarding him has been his appearances in Movin’ Out most weekends so it’s not been an easy task these past seven months finding new things to add to KasimInfo.com each day but thankfully most days I’ve managed to (or at least I’ve just changed the front page with the “On This Day” section). However with Kasim, it’s always “feast or famine” as starting Friday there will be loads to add each day with all the concerts coming up! Adding that to me trying to get to as many of them as I can (and trying to keep my job!) it’s not only Kasim who’s going to be having a busy Summer!
Enough of my waffling – time for you to all read The Kasim Sulton Magazine #22….!
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Kasim Sulton’s Solo Gig in Manchester, England
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Back in late 2001 when Kasim was in Europe for several months on the Night Of The Proms Tour, he looked into the possibility of playing his first solo gig outside of the US but it wasn’t to be. Instead that prestige has been given to The Night and Day Café in Manchester, England on Independence Day, Monday 4th July!

In AD 79 the Romans built a fort on the east bank of the River Irwell called Mancunium. In the 14th century the town began to rapidly grow when Flemish weavers settled in the area which was becoming the center of the textile trade. The transformation from a market town to a major city began in 1761 when the canal was constructed which began to bring cheap coal to Manchester. By the end of the 18th century Manchester had established itself as the centre of the cotton industry in Lancashire. Nowadays Manchester is a vibrant city which has benefited from a massive influx of government money to fund new construction after the decline of it’s industries.

Manchester is located in the North West of England, about an hour from Liverpool. Since The Beatles hit the world music scene in the early 1960s, Manchester has been known as the poor cousin worldwide. However Manchester is the city with the larger venues as Liverpool has no arena sized halls. Manchester boasts the Manchester Evening News Arena (previously the NYNEX Arena) as well as smaller halls such as The Bridgewater Hall (where Kasim played with Todd Rundgren on The Liars Tour last year) which still seats several thousand people. The largest concerts in Manchester are held at the football and cricket grounds in the city.
Kasim’s solo gig will be held at a smaller venue obviously! The Night and Day Café holds 250 people and is located in the center of Manchester. During the day the venue is a café with an extensive menu of food but in the evening it turns into one of Manchester’s premier heavy rock venues for up and coming bands. On the first Monday of each month they hold an acoustic evening and it is this event in July that Kasim is headlining!

In the early part of the evening there is an “open mic” slot (so the more tuneful of Kasim’s fans will have a chance to appear on the same stage as Kasim earlier the same night!) and then Kasim and local artists Nick Wight, David Thorpe and Michael Huchinson all play their own sets!
This will be Kasim’s 28th solo gig since he relaunched his solo career on 7th April 2001 (plus Kasim has opened at various Meat Loaf gigs and made several solo appearances at places like Border stores and The House of Guitars). There are various reports on how long Kasim will be playing at this gig but it seems that he will play for sometime between 40 minutes and an hour.
Tickets for this gig are only £3 (about $5) and are only available “on the door” as this venue does not sell advance tickets for it’s acoustic nights. The whole event lasts from 8.00pm until 2.00am (with the doors opening at 7.30pm). It is not currently known what time Kasim will be on stage 

Already there are reports of lots of fans planning to attend the gig, in particular some Todd Rundgren / Utopia fans are flying up from the south of England especially for it! As the Meat Loaf gig the night before is only about an hours drive, hopefully lots of Meat Loaf fans will attend too after seeing Kasim open at Meat loaf’s concerts in the UK in 2002, 2003 and 2004!
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Meat Loaf’s Summer 2005 Tour
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This will be Kasim’s 8th tour with Meat Loaf (although the Everything Louder Tour lasted from 1993 until 1995!) and once again Kasim will be taking the reigns as Musical Director and bass player as well as adding his clear voice to the background vocals in each song! 
Lots of fans are assuming that this tour will be along the lines of the Havin’ Fun tours of 2002 as Meat loaf has no album to promote and certainly this tour must be playing at the most varied of locations ever! The venues vary from festivals to stately homes to castles to a rugby ground to a tent to theaters to casinos!

Most of the concerts in mainland Europe are festivals of varying sizes. The first concert is on Friday 3rd June and is the NDR Radio Festival in Hannover in the north of Germany. This is going to be held in an open plaza and features a number of acts including Mel C (formally of The Spice Girls). Meat Loaf is the headliner so will be playing last and it’s not been announced whether he’ll be playing a full set or not especially as the event does not start until 6.00pm. (Earlier this year in an interview Meat Loaf said that his insurance company have stipulated that he only plays for an hour and 45 minutes maximum at each concert anyway.)  

The next night they are headlining the Skive (pronounced Skieve) Beach Party Festival in Denmark in Scandinavia. Again this is another festival (an all day one though) and Kasim (with Meat Loaf!) is expected on stage at the end.
Sunday is a day off but it’s at least an 8 hour drive down to Bonn in Germany for the concert on Monday. A full set is expected at this show as Meat Loaf is the only name on the bill. This is another General Admission concert of which the Europeans are so fond – when I asked a German friend what time I should start queuing with a hope of getting somewhere in the front quarter of the audience, his answer was a gentle reminder that the Germans don’t queue, they push!
There are no concerts on Tuesday to Friday and then on Saturday 11th June they are headlining the Arrow Rock Festival in Holland. This is a massive annual one day festival and the ground boasts two stages with acts changing all day! Meat Loaf is on the main stage and other acts on the bill include Crosby, Stills & Nash, Kansas, Styx and The Little River Band.

It’s another 5 days off for Meat Loaf and the band before their next gig which is a weekend jaunt to the Emerald Isle – Ireland. On Friday 17th they play the Ravenhill Rugby Ground in Belfast, Northern Ireland and on Saturday the concert is at Ardgillan Castle which is just north of Dublin, Ireland. At both these concerts they are sharing the bill with the English band Status Quo (although Meat Loaf will be playing last both times). Status Quo are a rocking band that formed back in the 1960s and had a number of hits including Rockin’ All Over The World which they played to open the Live Aid concert at Wembley Stadium in 1985.
Apparently the Ravenhill Rugby Ground is conveniently in the middle of Belfast but Ardgillan Castle is outside of Dublin and there are no parking facilities for fans at the site so the only option is to catch buses there from the center of Dublin…. And then all run towards the front when the gates open. The other downer is that the event is on from 2.30pm until 10.30pm and with the unpredictability of the weather in this area of the world it could make for a very miserable few hours if it rains especially as the castle is located on the coast so will catch all the sea breezes too!

Kasim then has Sunday, Monday and Tuesday off before it’s another “festival” concert in Germany, in Munich this time. It appears that lots of German cities have these “festivals” during the summer where they will open up plazas to various bands for the evening. Although they are called festivals most last about 3 hours with only Meat Loaf on the bill and possibly an un-named support band to open. After Munich on Wednesday 22nd, Kasim is playing “festivals” on Friday 24th at Karlsruhe, Saturday 25th at Mainz and Tuesday 28th in Hamburg.
Kasim then has Wednesday, Thursday and Friday off until it’s back to Ireland again for a concert on Saturday 2nd July but in County Cork this time, at the Fitzgerald Stadium. Then the UK leg of the tour starts…..
Other than the concerts in Liverpool, all the UK gigs are part of the Summer Nights Concert Series, described as “Sit under the stars with some of music’s greatest and enjoy a very special series of concerts this summer”. There are a number of artists (e.g. Ronan Keeting, Van Morrison, Status Quo and Will Young) who are playing a series of concerts at a variety of English stately homes and castles (there were plans to include Edinburgh Castle in Scotland in this programme but the council wouldn’t give permission for it to be held). 
The first concert that Kasim will be playing in this series is at Harewood House which is just outside Leeds in the north east of England. 
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Harewood House belongs to one of the Queen’s cousins and boasts a magnificent display of paintings, Chippendales and numerous State Rooms. This concert is a General Admission concert.

The next day, Monday 4th July is the big event of the tour as it’s Kasim’s solo gig!

After three gigs in three days Kasim then has three days off before his only concert of the tour in the south of England which is at Leeds Castle, near Maidstone in Kent. Leeds Castle is so named after the small village of Leeds near where it is located (which is often confused with the large city of Leeds in the north of the country). The slogan for Leeds Castle is “The loveliest Castle in the World”!
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This is a seated concert (apparently there are about 1,000 seats) with a standing / picnicking area at the back too.

There is no concert on Saturday 9th July but the next day Kasim is playing at beautiful Chatsworth House in Derbyshire which is in the picturesque Peak District. 
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This is the home of the Duke and Duchess of Devonshire and is described as “In the house, you can see the grandest rooms filled with examples of superb craftsmanship and treasures collected over five centuries. The famous garden contains spectacular waterworks and you are welcome to walk, picnic and play here and in the surrounding park.“ 
Kasim then has Monday off before the first of two concerts in Liverpool (home of The Beatles!). Kasim played a concert here with Meat Loaf in 2002 – this was the concert when Kasim opened and included in his set a breath-taking performance of John Lennon’s Across The Universe which the Scouse crowd thoroughly appreciated. 
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Like the 2002 concert this year they are playing in “The Big Top” which is a giant tent erected near the docks specifically for these concerts. Due to construction in the area, this year the tent has been moved about half a mile up the road though.
Kasim then has Wednesday and Thursday off before the next concert is at Blickling Castle in Norfolk in the far east of England. Norfolk is famous for being the flattest part of the country and apparently the roads around Blickling Castle were designed for horses and carts and not a large gathering of twenty first century music fans with cars so a bad traffic jam after the concert is inevitable!
The next concert is the next day, Saturday 17th July at Warwick Castle in Warwickshire. 
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Warwick Castle is a “typical” turreted castle with a very long history and the almost obligatory resident ghost – this castle even has a “Ghost Tower” and boasts a medieval torture chamber! Thankfully the concert won’t be too tortuous as it’s a seated concert!
Kasim just has one day off before he makes another return to Liverpool for the second “tent” concert. This was the first concert that was announced for the tour and very quickly sold out despite a large section at the front being “VIP tickets” which sold at a cost of £177 (about $250) and this is with no chance of a Meet and Greet too!

Kasim only has one day off before the concert on Wednesday 20th July which is all the way back in Europe in Zurich in Switzerland! This will be the furthest south concert of the tour and although it’s called the “Live at Sunset Festival” it’s another all seated concert with Meat Loaf being the only named act on the bill.

There are rumors of a concert on Friday 22nd July in Pori, Finland (back up in Scandinavia) but nothing has been confirmed. This then ends the European leg of the tour.

The US leg commences on Friday 5th August with three concerts at The Beacon Theater in New York City before the first touring concert which is on Thursday 11th August near Toronto, Canada. They then play another sixteen concerts before the tour ends in Biloxi, MS on 16th September. For the US leg of the tour, other than a couple of exceptions they are playing literally every other day whereas for the European leg the majority of weeks it is concerts at the weekends with most days in the week off.
There are rumors and counter-rumors about whether or not any new songs from the forthcoming album Bat Out Of Hell 3 will be played but all that is known is that it sounds as though this Summer will be a great one for live music in general and fans of Kasim in particular!
